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1. Recommendations 
 
1.1 That Members approve the publication of a notice of the Council’s intention to 

increase the number of streets designated as consent streets for street trading 
purposes. 

 
2. Purpose of Report 
 
2.1  To provide Members with the necessary information to be able to give full 

consideration to the recommendation contained in paragraph 1.1 of this report. 
 
3. Detail 
 
3.1  Under Schedule 4 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982, a 

Council has the power to adopt the Schedule enabling them to control street trading 
in their District.  This Council adopted Schedule 4 in April 1991 and designated 
streets in Swadlincote as consent streets therefore any person trading in these 
streets would require a consent from the Council.  

 
3.2    In light of the recent changes to Swadlincote Town Centre, it is proposed to pass a 

resolution to increase the number of designated consent streets to include all 
streets within the boundary of the Town Centre as detailed on the map attached as 
Appendix 1. 

 
3.3  Under the above Act, a resolution shall not be passed until a notice of the Council’s 

intention to pass such a resolution has been published in a local newspaper 
circulating in the area and a copy of the notice served on the Chief Officer of Police 
and the Highways Agency. 

 
3.4  Once the notice has been published, any representations received during the 28 

day representation period will be considered. 
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3.5  After the consideration of any representations received, a further report will be 

produced for Members’ consideration to pass a resolution to increase the number of 
designated consent streets and to adopt a Street Trading Policy. 

 
4. Financial Implications 
 
4.1 There are no financial implications to the Council. 
 
4.2 Recommendation 1.1 will have no financial implications on existing licence holders. 
 
5. Corporate Implications 
 
5.1  These proposals will provide a clear framework for anyone wishing to start their own 

business which will contribute directly to the corporate vision to make South 
Derbyshire a better place to live, work, and visit, and to the theme of sustainable 
growth and opportunity.
