Lichfield District Council provide an alternate weekly black bin / brown bin refuse
collection system plus a weekly collection of paper, glass, cans, textiles and plastics.
The Authority is regarded as a flagship Council with regard to the high percentage
recycled (42.6% in 2002/03) although waste collection costs are relatively high
(£44.30 per household in 2002/03}. ' '

The additional cost of implementing a similar collection system in South Derbyshire,
but based on a fortnightly collection of “dry recyclables”, is estimated at £8 per
household per vear. 1t has not been possible, as yet, to ascertain the cost of weekly
collections.

Fast Staffordshire Borough Council provide a weekly black bin collection, fortnightly
collections of “green waste”, plus a fortnightly collection of paper, glass, cans and
textiles. The Council’s recycling percentage is below average (8.0% n 2002/03) and
waste collection costs are around the average (£34.20 per houschold in 2002/03).

The additional cost of implementing a similar collection system in South Derbyshire,
in effect reverting to a weekly black bin collection, is estimated at £16 per household

per year,

South Derbyshire’s recycling percentage in 2002/03 is 12.3% with a waste collection
cost of £35.30 per household.

The statutory recycling standard for South Derbyshire is 21% m 2005/06.

It was agreed that the mmproper use of the Council’s Recycling Banks by the
proprietors of Public Houses should be mvestigated and brought to a halt.

It was agreed that the compettiiveness of the waste management services should
continue {o be assessed 1n accordance with the arrangements detailed in the Cleansing

the Environment Best Value Review Action Plan.

Way Forward

The Panel reached the following conclusions:

1. The Compost Scheme has proved to be a successful and cost-effective system in
enabling the Council to meet its recycling targets. The waste coﬂectzon systems
employed in Lichfield and East Staffordshire are not affordable in South
Derbyshire at this time and, m the case of East Staffordshire, may not be desirable
in terms of meeting recycling targets - and promoting Waste Minimisation
nitiatives.

80 complaints were received by the Council in regard to the scheme in the period
between 1% January 2002 and 31% August 2003. However, it is recognised that
people do not necessarily complain directly to the Council if they are dissatistied
and some houscholders did experience some difficulties especially duning the hot
weather last summer. The conceins expressed by the public have been explored
seriously and thoroughly.

" The main difficulty expressed by residents concemed the insufficient capacity
caused by the black bin being only emptied fortnightly. This had resulted, n some
cases, in foul smells and, in the worst extreme, the waste becoming infested with
maggeots,

4. The implementation of the new kerbside scheme later this month for the
fortnightly collection of glass, cans, foil, textiles and paper from the 12,000
households currently serviced by the Compost Scheme should help to reduce the
pressure on capacity caused by the by alternate black bin / brown bin coliections.

The Council should explore every opportunity for funding the expansion of the
shove scheme across the district and, if and when affordable, to include the
collection of plastics.

in order to promote the recycling message and to minimise the difficulties
outlined above in terms of smelly and infested bins, the Council should be
proactive in providing appropriate and timely advice and support to the public
about their crucial responsibility in recycling and managing their own waste,
e.g. crushing plastics, wrapping waste, keepmg bin lids closed, etc. The
availability of options such as smaller bins, communal bins, biodegradable sacks,
etc. should be made well known to residents.

A publicity / awareness raising plan, including public consultation, initiatives with
schools, ete., should be implemented during the forthcoming financial year.

A report detathng the Panel’s considerations should be submutted to the
Environmental and Development Services Commitiee meeting on 29" January
2004.

The costs do not include the one-off start-up costs of the scheme in terms of purchasing the
recychng boxes, publicity, etc. The funding of these costs for the existing scheme was obtained
through a successful bid to DEFRA. The estimated costs are in the region of £90,000. A bid has
already submitted to DEFRA for such fundmsz The resul{ of ihe bid is expected at the end of
February.

The estimated tonnage assumes a 33% mcrease for a weekly collection as opposed to a fortnightly
one.

The adjustment to a weekly black bm collection may act as an encouragement not to recycle. The
adjustment would oppose the drive fowards Waste Minimisation and would have an adverse effect
on the Council’s ability to meet its statutory recycling standard.

Mote 5

The costs detailed do not allow for any upgrading of the current “box” recycling scheme. The
current scheme, servicing 12,000 households, will cost the Council approximately £48,000 per year
(£4.00 per houschold}.
