Karen Martin. Since arriving in November in Area 1 he had:

e Issued a Section 59 warning to a moped which failed to stop.

Sgt Graham Summers reported that he was still unable to provide detailed crime

PC Joe Stafford introduced himself to the meeting as the replacement for PC

e Helped to deal with nine separate drug offences, mostly related to
cannabis. One warrant had been positively executed in the Hatton area.

e Dealt with one shoplifter.

e Sent out five letters to local youths who had started a fire in the Mease,
Hilton.

e Dealt with 12 driving offences, including three drink-drivers.

e Responded to one incident of harassment in Etwall.

e Dealt with two dangerous dogs incidents.




High-visibility patrols had been undertaken in response to a suspicious male at
John Port School.

Police were currently dealing with a large amount of disorder which occurred in
Hilton.

A male had been charged with indecent exposure in Hilton in December.

On March 11 at Scropton Village Hall tamper free number plate screws were
being handed out and property marking undertaken.

Dwelling burglaries and theft from motor vehicles were the priorities in the area —
the same as across the division.

Partnership update / funding / new project ideas

Shaun Woodcock, from the Safer Neighbourhoods team at SDDC, reported that
he had been working with local secondary schools in an effort to raise parents’
awareness of child sexual exploitation, sexting and cyber-crime. Children were
getting plenty of education on the subjects so it had been decided to focus on
parents.

Regarding hate crime, Mr Woodcock said figures in South Derbyshire were
relatively low but he argued that there was still a problem. He had held three
surgeries and one victim who came forward was a 63-year-old man with a
significant disability. He had endured taunts from local youths for the previous 10-
15 years. He had approached Mr Woodcock and the issue was now being dealt
with.

The Safer Homes Scheme was still available.

No new funding bids had been received from Area 1, but there was still time to
make an application before the end of the year. Councillor Julie Patten asked how
much money was left in the pot. She also confirmed that property marking was at
Scropton between 10am and noon on March 11.

Local issues — open forum

A resident reported that a very aggressive window salesman had been operating
in the Etwall area. It was someone doing a job in Mill Meadow Way and the
Bancroft. PCSO Kelly Horne said it had been reported to police. Councillor Patten
reported that the salesman had knocked on her door and she was concerned that
vulnerable people could fall victim to such salesmen.

Councillor Lisa Brown asked if the phenomenon of people dressing as clowns
and surprising members of the public had come and gone. Sgt Summers replied
that there was one incident reported near Swadlincote but no-one had been
spoken to about it.

Agreed priorities

Sgt Summers said there were no priorities he could see and policing would
continue as usual.




A resident asked what was happening with a troublesome group of youths in
Hilton. PC Stafford replied that the members were now known and reports about
their behaviour had decreased recently.

Councillor Andy Billings said he had received one report of inconsiderate parking
in Hilton and would forward the email onto PC Stafford.

Councillor Ford highlighted irresponsible parking at Etwall Leisure Centre.
Footways were being blocked and double yellow lines ignored. Mr
Batchelor said there was an ongoing parking capacity problem at Etwall.
John Port School had opened up an overflow car park but the issue was
that the public weren’t using it and instead parking on verges. SDDC was
looking at the situation but resurfacing the overflow car park would help.

A resident reported that coaches bringing children to Etwall Leisure Centre
were parking right in front of a bus shelter. Mr Batchelor replied that
schools had been told this was unacceptable and that leisure centre staff
could challenge a bus driver over their parking.

County council issues

None.

District council issues

Mr Batchelor updated the meeting on the budget status of SDDC.
Reserves were healthy and a balanced budget was predicted for the next
two years. Reserves were forecast to remain above the minimum statutory
level for the next five years. However, the Government’'s Rate Support
Grant was going to be reduced from £1.2 million a year to zero by 2019-20
—a 15% cut in funding. Government funding was being shifted to help fund
adult social care. SDDC would need to rely on Council Tax, Business
Rates and the New Homes Bonus to balance its books. However, the New
Homes Bonus was being ‘top sliced’ to help fund adult social care. By
2018-19 the projected deficit was £800,000 a year so there were two
years to tackle it. Funding the deficit meant either using reserves which
would not be replaced or developing a savings plan over the next two
years.

A Council Tax rise of 1.9% was planned and would be discussed at Full
Council on March 1. DCC was looking to raise Council Tax by 3.95%, with
an extra 2% allowed by Government to help fund adult social care.

Councillor Andy Roberts asked why DCC wasn'’t fixing street lights like
it had in the past.
